Flying field

Rules and Regulations Date August 22nd 2005

Section 1


The Club members shall have the power by majority vote of members present at any meeting to void by resolution such rules and regulations inconsistent with the laws of this state (La), or the articles of incorporation or these by-laws, as they may deem necessary for the safe and orderly conduct of the following activities or location.


Flying field rules:

(1) Stakes or another form of restraining device must be used in the pit area to secure the aircraft.

(2) It is your responsibility to be sure your frequency pin is displayed before switching on your transmitter, and that you are in sole control of your frequency. If a conflict of frequency occurs, the transmitter not in use will be in the off position and in  the impound area. Should you shoot down another person’s aircraft due to your disregard of this rule, You are responsible for the damage done.

(3) There will be no taxing into or out of the Pit area. Stop all engines at the pilot stations.

(4) Bring your trash home.

(5) No more then four (4) planes are to fly at once. 

(6) No vehicles allowed on the field.

(7) No alcohol allowed on premises.

(8) There will be no flying behind or over the Pit and Parking area. (January 1st 2006 this will change. Note: rule #11).

(9) A straight flight line will be observed during any organized Club competition.  This straight line parallels the runway at the pit area.

(10) A curved line may be used for sport flying. Once you have cleared the end of the pit area you may use this curved line application.

(11) After January 1st 2006 this curved line will allow models to be flown 360 degrees around a site without over flight of unprotected people. 

(12) Children under the age of 12 will not be allowed in the pit area and must be under control of their parents. If they are a qualified pilot or being instructed in flying they will have access to the Pit area.
